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òThe Lord is not slow with his promise, as some think of slowness, but is patient with you, not 
wanting any to perish, but all to come to repentance.ó  (1 Peter 3:1-10 ð NRSV) 

      

 We can be impatient sometimes.  We get tired of waiting.  We want to receive what was 
promised, or at least what we expected, and I donõt know about you, but waiting in lines makes 
me a little nuts.  Successful businesses have figured this out too.  Thereõs a rule at many retail out-
lets that dictates that when there are three or more customers waiting in line at a register, you 
open up more registers ð not that this is always rigorously followed, especially when a store is 
short-handed during the busy holiday season.  Thatõs why many of us will pay a little more to avoid 
waiting in line, by buying online. 
 Amusement parks have crafted ways to make their long lines seem shorter than they actu-
ally are, but some of us are on to them.  The last time I took the kids to a water park, I realized that 
it was a logistical impossibility to get on all of the rides we wanted to try, when waiting in line for 
each one was taking a minimum of thirty minutes per queue, and that was for the rides that were 
not in the highest demand.  We stood in one line for more than an hour.  We ended up spending 
most of our time in a circular wave river, primarily because at least that way we werenõt standing 
out in the hot sun waiting in line, but it actually turned out to be quite a bit of fun riding the waves 
around the circuit with Jana, the kids, and some friends of ours. 
 As human beings who exist in a limited time on this earth, we donõt like to waste that 
time, particularly when we live in a culture like ours, in which multi-tasking and maximizing the 
utilization of our time are lifted up as virtues in the business world and in other realms of our cul-
ture.  We like to stay ahead ð stay ahead of trends, stay ahead of the competition, stay ahead of the 
financial markets, and letõs not forget technology.  There is a special, albeit fleeting, satisfaction 
that comes from someone noticing the really cool gadget that youõre using, whether itõs a produc-
tivity tool, a time-wasteéor both.  (I have a phone that could be either!) 
 In our busy, overscheduled world, we speak of spending òquality timeó with loved ones, 
because weõve so fragmented our time commitments that quantity of time has become something 
of a logistical impossibility, or at least a rarity.  It makes us impatient with one another and maybe a 
little impatient with God. 
 So, we start òChristmasó early.  When I worked in retail, I remember setting up Christ-
mas displays at a department store in late August one year.  Christmas songs play on the radio and 
in the stores starting on òBlack Fridayó ð the day after Thanksgiving.  So, by the time we actually 
get to the Christmas holiday, weõre tired of it.  Weõve had our fill, and weõre done.  I even know 
one man, who one year, after the presents were opened, suggested that the family start dismantling 
and putting away the tree and decorations, while it was still Christmas day. 
What if we waited ð waited to celebrate Christmas until the day was actually here?  Sure, we make 
our preparations.  Weõve got to do the shopping, the planning, and the cooking, but what if the 
season actually started with Christmas day, and continued through the beginning of January?  What 
if we really recognized the intent of the church calendar, and celebrated when the pressureõs off ð 
when we actually have a little time to really focus on what it means to recognize that God has bro-
ken into our human world of calendars and clocks to show us there is a reckoning of time that 
comes from an eternal perspective ð that there is time beyond our time ð Godõs time ð the fullness 
of time?  How might that change the nature of our relationships with co-workers, with familyé
with God? 
 May time slow down for us this Advent that we might not miss the joy, not only of the 
Christmas season, but also of the expectant waiting of the Advent season.  May we be patient for 
God, and grateful for his patience with us.  May God bless us and interrupt our busy lives with the 
good news of eternal and abundant salvation in Jesus Christ.  Amen!

 There are many times in our lives when Jesus Christ gives us moments to know the heart of Godéto 
hear His heart beat.

They were gifts like cookies and cards and maybe a $2 
bill in the card if it had been a good year; and we were all so full of joy. 
      

 Recently, Godõs Heart was known to me as I drove along the road.  I saw a little dog that had just 
been hit by a car.  It was still alive, but barely, and I knew it would die in a few minutes.  It was as if time 
stopped for me.  I saw the little dog looking straight into my eyes.  It only wanted to be held.  He had the 
most beautiful big, soft dark eyes and only wanted to know someone loved him.  I will never forgive myself 
for I did not stopéand the little dog died alone.  I can only pray for the forgiveness of Christ. 
      

 Another moment I remember when Christ imprinted my heart with the Heartbeat of God was when 
I saw my eldest son wave goodbye for school the last time.  I stood at the door of our home near the school 
as I always did, to see him off each morning to second grade.  He turned when he reached the edge of our 
neighborõs, Mr. Rosenbachõs, yardéto say, òGood-bye,ó and, òI love you,ó just as he always did.

I have told some of the moments of my life which are 
beloved to me.  I tell them because I am grateful for them.  Through these beautiful moments God through 
Christ has allowed me to feel His Heart beat.  I have been allowed to know the closeness of God as a Gift 
and I do not know for what reason other than it is truly a Gift from God through His Son.  This Christmas I 
pray for you and for all of us, that we do not miss the moments when God and God through His Son Jesus 
Christ, gives us chances to hear, feel, touch, see, and sense His Heart Beat in any way possible.  For, I promise 
you, that in this sensing of the Heartbeat of God, you will know grace upon grace in ways you have never 
imagined.

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Youth News  
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CHURCH COUNCIL REPORT  
FROM DON DURDEN 

   

As we approach the conclusion of the first year of the second decade of the twenty-first century, more or less since, the birth of Jesus 

Christ, I want to offer my perspective on how things are going within our local church.  I know there are concerns about the direction 

of some of our programs, about the trends in membership, worship attendance, and giving, and about a variety of other issues.  From 

my perspective, to the extent that it is a manifestation of love, concern is positive, and I believe that is the context in which these con-

cerns are articulated.  In other words, if you didnõt care you wouldnõt be concerned.  Still, Iõd like to reassure you that things are ac-

tually progressing quite nicely and, as an organization, we are growing, building skills and attributes that will serve this community of 

faith well as we move forward.   

Vision ð We are well on our way to discerning Godõs vision for our church.  A decade and a half ago, this church discerned a call to 

move from a familiar comfortable place, to build a larger facility in a new and different location.  That vision and that call stretched us 

more than many of us could have imagined and we built a million dollar plus facility without going into debt.  This ònewó facility is 

serving us well and will continue to do so for many years.  Still, we have rested long enough, and it is time to actively seek Godõs will 

for what our church is called to do next.  Gaddis Inspired has already conducted three facilitated meetings with the assistance of Dr. 

Ann Jenkins, and we are on track to complete the process by this coming Easter.  I anticipate that this vision will stretch us as much or 

more than the vision to leave our former location, and that it will be no less exciting.   

Organizational Alignment ð For many years, I have seen organizations launch themselves along a trajectory that is farther and farther 

from the bulls-eye at which they purport to aim.  It is as if we chronically shoot where the target was a few years ago or where we 

wish it was; we are famous for forming committees, but we almost never dissolve them, even if their usefulness or effectiveness is 

difficult to discern.  In this regard, your church is making some progress.  As an example, I would note that a year or so ago, we 

adopted a governance structure that included the Administrative Council and the Council on Ministries, primarily in an effort to ele-

vate the ministries we pursue to the same status as the churchõs administrative affairs.  While some progress was made in this regard, 

the structure was found to be too cumbersome and we made the decision to dissolve the Administrative Council/CoM structure in 

favor of a simpler Church Council structure.  This willingness to experiment and the change indicates that we are maturing as an or-

ganization, demonstrating flexibility, humility, and a desire for effectiveness that will allow us to configure ourselves to pursue imple-

mentation of the vision we are on the threshold of discerning. 

Building Trust - We are building trust among ourselves at levels that we have not seen in some time.  This trust is evident in how easi-

ly we implement initiatives like Mission Fitness and reinvigorating the Handy Christian Outreach Group.  It is also evident in the civil-

ity of the substantive, sometimes controversial deliberations of the Church Council.  Finally it is evident in the calm confidence with 

which we manage our business affairs.  In that regard, our income is running about $9,000 ahead of last year, but itõs less than what 

we planned.  As a result, weõve spent about $10,000 more than weõve received.  November and December are typically larger giving 

months and we hope to erase the shortfall before the end of the year.  

Aligning Resources with Goals - Looking forward, the results of this yearõs stewardship campaign are 53 pledges that total approxi-

mately $148,000, down about 5% from last year when we had 56 pledges for approximately $155,000.  (Annually, about 75% of our 

income comes from pledges and 25% comes from unpledged sources.)  The Church Council has agreed to defer finalizing the budget 

until we have completed the vision process.  This will allow us to financially support pursuit of that vision and improve our chances of 

success.  Donõt worry, we will still pay the electric bill, the church secretary, the pianist, and even the pastor, while we anxiously 

await the vision coming forward from Gaddis Inspired.  The Church Councilõs willingness to remain flexible about finalizing a budget 

is more evidence of a healthy level of trust among the leadership of your church.   

The Bottom Line - Finally, I want you to know that I perceive a subtle, but clear shift in the focus of your Church Council.  In the 

past, we have spent extraordinary amounts of time reporting on activities that have already occurred without discussing how they 

move us toward a vision; discussing the dire consequences of diminished giving trends; and debating the minutiae of different pro-

posals.   Recent meetings have been more focused on what we can do in the name of Jesus Christ for others and less focused on the 

inner workings of the organization.  (Again, donõt worry, we are still monitoring those activities; we are just not consumed with mon-

itoring them.)   

All of these things, I believe, bode well for your church, and I expect that 2012 will see some significant and exciting initiatives under-

taken.  As our vision is clarified and specific, tangible goals are established, there will be many opportunities for you to lend a hand in 

bringing about the kingdom of God.
