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 “Because of the LORD’s great love we are not consumed, for his compassions never 
fail.  They are new every morning; great is your faithfulness.  I say to myself, “The LORD is 
my portion; therefore I wait for him.”  The LORD is good to those whose hope is in him, to the 
one who seeks him…” (Lamentations 3:22-25 – NIV) 
  
 Happy New Year!  It’s that time, once again, when resolutions are most 
often made.  It’s time to hit the gym and work off the holiday indulgences.  It’s 
time for new disciplines, be they secular or spiritual.  Time to quit smoking – to 
eat less and to make healthier food choices.  Unfortunately, research seems to 
show that the vast majority of New Year’s resolutions are doomed to fail.  I’ve 
read other material that seems to confirm this to varying degrees, but the article 
I’ve read most recently on this was based on a 2009 University of Hertfordshire 
study, in which fully three quarters of the participants confessed that they had 
failed in their resolutions that year, and often those who do fail often end up feel-
ing more despondent than when they first started their new discipline or absti-
nence, and the next time they might be motivated to start something again, they’ll 
be demoralized by their previous failure, which then becomes a self-fulfilling 
prophecy. 
 Unfortunately, human nature doesn’t seem to support the New Year’s res-
olutions, as well intentioned and needed as they might be.  So…how do we re-
spond?  Do we just give up trying to improve ourselves?  Do we just resign our-
selves to sinfulness?  After all, even the apostle Paul said, “there is no one right-
eous, not even one,” (Romans 3:23) and points out further that “All have sinned 
and fallen short of the glory of God.” (Romans 3:12, quoting Psalms, 14, 53, and 
Ecclesiastes 7) 
 As Paul might also say, “Certainly not!”  God’s solution for the sinful na-
ture of humanity and our destructive choices is the grace found in the person and 
work of Jesus Christ.  As the verses from Lamentations at the beginning of this ar-
ticle affirm, God’s mercies are new each day.  We do not have to be consumed by 
our failures or the failures of others.  It doesn’t mean that our sins don’t matter, or 
that they don’t have consequences.  Indeed the evidence lingers around our mid-
sections following the holidays!  But we don’t need to be slaves to those failings.  
We can make new choices in spite of our old choices, and we don’t have to wait 
for New Year’s Day, either, because God’s mercies are new every day.  God’s 
grace and forgiveness are available to us constantly.  If you’ve still got blood 
pumping through your veins and breath entering your lungs, you have new oppor-
tunities to be further conformed into the image of God in Christ Jesus every day. 
 May God bless and keep you, and may God’s grace make you daily into the 
person that He meant you to be!

Singing with Angels 
 Before, during, and after the birth of Jesus, everyone is singing!  When Zechariah prophecies about the life 
of John the Baptist and how John would “go before the Lord to prepare his ways”, Zechariah sang a song.  When 
the angel, Gabriel came to Mary and announced that she would have a Baby from on high, Mary sang “The Mag-
nificat”.  When Simeon and Anna saw the Baby Jesus, Simeon sang a prayer.  And of course, when Jesus was born, 
the whole hosts of heaven sang!  We can guess that Anna, who spent most of her life in prayer in the temple, 
turned many of her prayers into song, also.   
 These songs were treasured ways for God’s people to praise God and show Him how much they loved 
Him.  They were acknowledging how much God had done for them in the past and how much the people knew 
God would do for them in the future.  Zechariah’s Song especially, does these things.  Zechariah worships God and 
calls God, “Most High”.  Zechariah proclaims God’s “tender mercy” and is thankful when he says, “Blessed be the 
Lord God of Israel.” 
 “When the angels had left them and gone into heaven, the shepherds said to one another, ‘Let us go now 
to Bethlehem and see this thing that has taken place, which the Lord has made known to us.’” (Luke 2:15) The 
shepherds did not stand around and think about whether or not they really saw and heard what they really just 
saw and heard.  They jumped into action.  The Scripture says the shepherds went to see Mary, Joseph, and Baby 
Jesus, and …”they made known what had been told them about this child; and all who heard it were amazed at 
what the shepherds told them.” (Luke 2:16-18)  I don’t think this means the shepherds only told Mary and Joseph 
about the angels.  And I don’t think the shepherds never spoke about the bright star over the stable and the Baby 
King of Kings.   
 I do believe God still shows us miracles like the ones surrounding the birth of Jesus.  We just say to our-
selves that there is an explanation for them, or that they really didn’t happen the way of a miracle of God.  I do 
this myself.  It must make God, Christ Jesus, and the Holy Spirit very sad.  For, in this time we are living now, 
They cannot lift the veil.  If They did, where would BELIEF stand?  Where would TRUST live?  And where would 
LOVE begin to grow? 
 There is a famous book that has been made into a movie.  I used to read it to my children long ago.  It is 
called THE POLAR EXPRESS.  In the end of the book it is the adults who cannot hear the Christmas bell (which 
had once belonged to one of Santa’s reindeer) ring.  Even the children who once heard it ring when others did 
not, eventually hear it no longer.  However, the owner of the bell never stops believing.  He always hears the 
sound.  In the movie, one of the lines spoken goes something like, “There are a lot more things that are real and 
unseen than are seen.” 
 One of my children had an imaginary friend. My sister, Nancy, also had an imaginary friend.  In looking 
back, I no longer believe these friends were “imaginary.”  I believe they were real.  I believe they were “seen”, but 
not by me.  I wish I had had the faith.  For, if I’d had the faith of a child, I would have “entertained angels una-
ware.”  I vow to God and Christ Jesus to pray for the heart of a child and the faith of those who see angels.  Per-
haps someday I will be able to sing with those who sing with the angels…both here on Earth…and in heaven.
