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FROM JASON’S DESK

“LORD, the God of our ancestors, are you not the God who is in heaven? You rule over all the

kingdoms of the nations. Power and might are in your hand, and no one can withstand you.”

(2 Chronicles 20:6b — TNIV)

Since Independence day is upon us, and since it has been many years since
I'd perused it, I was reading through the Declaration of Independence to connect myself
again to our nation’s origin, in order that I might celebrate the upcoming holiday in the
proper spirit. Two phrases toward the end of the document jumped out at me, probably
because this time I'm reading it, I am doing so as a pastor. (I told you it had been several
years since I'd read it!)

In the final paragraph, as the words wind up to the actual declarative
statement of what these representatives of the colonies are enacting, the delegates appeal
“to the Supreme Judge of the world” to hold them accountable to the rightness of their
intended aim. Further, the founders indicate their “firm reliance on Divine Providence”
for the support of their cause in making the declaration.

It’s a reminder that the signers of the declaration of independence, while
they may have been asserting independence from the British Crown, were not asserting
absolute independence from anything outside of themselves. They still submit to the laws
of “nature’s God” and recognize that even in asserting that the new nation can elect its
own leaders, it still, like all nations and kingdoms, must bow to the rule of the Almighty.

In our culture, we have historically lifted high the standard “rugged indi-
vidualism” believing that whenever possible, we should look not to government for the
answers to our problems or to provide for ourselves and our families, and in large meas-
ure, that is a good thing, as overreliance upon the benevolence of government is an invita-
tion to tyranny. However, reliance solely upon one’s self would seem to imply that we
think we can somehow give credit to ourselves for everything that we have and everything
that we are. We must recognize that we have received from others, and more
importantly, we have received blessings from God.

The witness of scripture clearly points us to the recognition that even for
the most “sovereign” of nations, God is “even more sovereign”. We do not owe solely to
ourselves the credit for all we have accomplished, the blessings we enjoy, and the
freedom and liberty in which we live. Instead, we affirm that all good things come from
God, and we are but stewards of what He has entrusted to our care. To collectively do
otherwise would run the risk of invoking the opposition of the kingdom of heaven and
make real the possibility that we would become an example to the nations of what
happens when a civilization abandons trust in God.

This Fourth of July, may you truly celebrate not a long weekend or an
extra day off, but instead recognize that freedom can only exist, when people recognize
that rights come from God, not governments, and they are willing to stand up and fight
for that with their “lives”, their “fortunes”, and their “sacred honor.” May God bless the
United States of America, and may her people bless God.

It looks so close as it hides first behind the lacy green or orange Cyprus trees and then rises to its place in the
midnight sky. | have dreamed of one day going there.

His
compassion is as Tender as my grandfather’s and his grandmother’s and her sister’s and her brother’s
great-great uncle’s and his best friend’s.
