About the Training

The class will cover the purpose of an Early Response Team:

e To show that the church cares about what has happened to the people;

e To provide people an outlet for sharing their disaster related needs;

e To assist the most vulnerable populations with their immediate needs; and

e To provide assistance that will help to prevent further damage to homes and property.

The class will also cover team member responsibilities, how to equip a team, how to pre-
vent further damage (the four basic jobs), and more. Training will include: tarping, tools/
equipment set-up, and team member safety.

Why an Early Response Team and not a VIIM (Volunteers in Mission) Team?

An Early Response Team has a very narrow function and has no management or adminis-
trative responsibility for the overall di
with a Disaster Response Team. An ERT is a specially trained and certified team called to
do early response. A DRT is a type of UMVIM Team that comes to assist in the longterm
recovery, AFTER early response is completed. Each ERT membeamust be trained and
carry an identification badge received following successful completion of ERT training.
