
 ñAnd this is my prayer:  that your love may abound more and more in knowl-

edge and depth of insight, so that you may be able to discern what is best and may be 

pure and blameless until the day of Christ, filled with the fruit of righteousness that 

comes through Jesus Christ ï to the glory and praise of God.ò (Philippians 1:9-11 ï 

NIV)  
 

 It was quite a meeting. The Holy Spirit was moving powerfully among us. Un-

fortunately, thatôs not always something churches can always say about their meet-

ings, but at our last Administrative Board meeting, it was certainly the case. Having 

noticed some facility issues that seem to come up over and over again in various 

board and committee meetings without ever coming to a resolution, I proposed that 

we start a facility study committee to see if we could to roll them, along with other 

facility issues, into phase two of our building plan, and see if such a project was even 

feasible. 

 What followed was an engaging, yet anxiety free, discussion of the possibility, 

along with a caution not to ñget the cart before the horseò in not having a clear and 

coherent vision of what we would hope to accomplish with an enhancement or addi-

tion to our facility. All who were at the table that night seemed to agree that we 

should do the hard, but necessary, work of visioning, before beginning the process of 

facility study. In this way, we would be better able to plan such enhancements and 

additions, when and if the time comes for us to move to phase two.   

 The next thing that happened was that we began to talk about making an ad-

justment to a leadership retreat that was in the beginning stages of planning, and that 

we should make it a church-wide retreat, open to all members of Gaddis Church. The 

idea of the retreat would be for us to come together and prayerfully re-think who we 

are as a church of Jesus Christ in the context of this community, and what it is that 

God is calling us to do. The global church is in the midst of a campaign called 

ñRethink Churchò, and Iôve been playing with the idea of calling this retreat, 

ñRethink Gaddisò. Our District Superintendent, Bob Allen, is in support of this idea, 

and he is planning on facilitating this retreat, at our invitation. The date is set for  

October 30th and 31st, starting on Friday evening and running until Saturday after-

noon (with plenty of time to get out of there for Halloween festivities). The details 

are still in the works, but Bud Hughes has agreed to make the Happy H Ranch, in-

cluding meeting space and a new chapel that heôs building, available to us for the 

event, and I heard Robert Chamberlain mention steaks! 

 Often, when we read the words of New Testament epistles, such as the verses 

above, we think of them as words for us as individuals. While that is certainly one 

legitimate way of reading these words from Philippians, they were originally in-

tended for a community of believers. Paul wrote these words to the church in Phi-

lippi, desiring that they would continue to know what Godôs perfect will for them 

was. Itôs not to say that they had never known Godôs will for them before, or that 

they were somehow way off track, but Paul recognized that a church needs to refresh 

their vision every so often, and we need to constantly be looking for new ways to be 

faithful to Christ, and ways to continue and improve on the successes of the past. Iôm 

excited about this new discernment opportunity. May we all be guided by God in 

doing a better job of making disciples of Jesus Christ.  Amen!
