The best way to protect against influenza is to get a flu vaccine every flu season.

Why get vaccinated against influenza (flu)?
Influenza {flu) 1s a contagious respiratory disease that can lead to serious complications, hospitalization, or even death. Anyone

can get the flu, and vaccinarion is the single best way to protect against irifluenza. Even healchy children and adules can get very
sick from the flu and spread it to family and friends. i

Flu viruses are constantly changing. Each flu season, different flu viruses can spread. Getring vaccinared against the flu every
season prorects against the three influenza viruses that research indicates will cause the most illness this season. The Centers
for Disease Control and Prevention (CDC) recommends the flu vaccine as the first and most important step in preventing flu.

Who should get a flu vaccine?

Everyone is at risk for seasonal influenza.

Health experts now recommend that everyone 6 months of age and older get vaccinared against influenza. Each flu season,
different fu viruses can spread and they can affect people differendy based on their body's ability to fight infection. Even
healchy children and adults can get very sick from the flu, but certain people are at grearer risk for serious complications if

they get the flu, including:

+  People 65 years and older
+  Children younger than 5, but especially children younger than 2 years old

+  People with certain chronic health conditions like asthma and COPD, diabetes
(both type 1 and 2), heart disease, neurological conditions, and certain other
health conditions

+  Pregnant women B

Who should NOT get a flu vaccine?

Influenza vaccine is not approved for use in children younger than 6 months so they should not be vaccinared, bus their
caregivers should be vaccinated instead. And people who are sick with fever should wait until their symptoms pass to
get vaccinated.

Some people should not be vaccinated before talking to their doctor. This includes:

+  People who have a severe allergy to chicken eggs.
+  People who have had a severe reaction to an influenza vaccination in the past.

+  People who developed Guillian-Barré syndrome (GBS) within 6 weeks of getting an influenza vaccine previously.

When to Get Vaccinated

Get vaccinated as soon as vaccine becomes available in your community. Getting vaccinated as soon as it is available
provides protection in case the flu season comes early and will protect you throughout the entire flu season.

Flu vaccines are offered in many doctors’ offices and clinics. Even if you don' have a regular doctor or nurse, you can
get a flu vaccine at ocher places like your local health department, a

pharmacy, an urgent care clinic, and maybe your school, college health Centers for Disease
